FAITHFUL AS RUTH 
 

ñAll that you say to me, I will do.ò Thatôs a quote from Ruth 3:5. In this pas-
sage Ruthôs mother-in-law Naomi is giving her instructions and Ruth is agreeing 
to follow them. Itôs a very interesting story so letôs take a look at the story of 
Ruth so that we can better understand why Ruth is agreeing to obey her mother-in
-lawôs instructions.  
     The book of Ruth opens with a man named Elimelech, his wife Naomi, 

and their two sons, Mahlon and Chilion. There was a famine in the land, so this 
family moved from their hometown of Bethlehem to a nearby country called Mo-
ab. Sadly, after moving there Elimelech died. Not long after this Mahlon and 
Chilion married Moabite women. Mahlon married Ruth and Chilion married Or-
pah, they lived together in Moab for about ten years. Then tragedy struck again 
when Mahlon and Chilion also died and the women were left alone. 
      After the death of her husband and sons Naomi heard that the Lord had 

visited her hometown by giving His people bread. Naomi and her daughters-in-
law started traveling back to her country together but along the way she stopped, 
turned to them and told them that they needed to return to their families. She was 
too old to have any more children and she didnôt want Orpah and Ruth to follow 
her and not be able to find husbands where they were going. She wanted them to 
be happy and taken care of and she didnôt see it happening if they stayed with 
her. They had a tearful farewell and Orpah returned to her people. Ruth refused to 
leave Naomi and instead made perhaps one of the most beautiful statements in 
Scripture when she tells Naomi that she will not leave her until death parts them, 
she will go wherever Naomi goes, Naomiôs peole will be her people, and Na-
omiôs God will be her God (1:16ï17). Here is our first look into Ruthôs inspiring, 
loving, and loyal character. 
     After Ruthôs proclamation, she and Naomi journeyed on to Bethlehem. 

Once there, they lived together and Ruth went to work in the barley fields to pro-
vide for them. While she was working, Boaz, the owner of the fields, saw her, 
learned her story, met her, and welcomed her to stay and work in his fields with 
his young women. He also fed her and instructed his servants to let grain fall to 
the ground for her to gather. When Ruth told Naomi all that had happened, she 
learned that Boaz was a close relative of Elimelechôs and worked every day in his 
fields to provide for Naomi.  Naomi wanted security for Ruth so she gave her in-
structions and Ruth obeyed her mother-in-law. Because of Ruthôs obedience to 
Naomi she and  Boaz were married, had a son and lived happily. 
     Ruthôs story is inspiring and we can learn a lot from it. Ruth was loyal and 

loved Naomi so much that she left everything she had ever known and went to a 
strange land to live the rest of her life there with her mother-in-law.  What an in-
credible example of loyalty. She worked every day to provide for them and when 
the time came that Naomi told her to go seek Boazôs security she trusted Naomi 
and obeyed her. Ruth was a faithful woman and when she went under Godôs 
wings for refuge He provided for her (2:12). We should all try to be as faithful, 
loyal, and obedient as Ruth.
