Who do you trust?  Imagine you have your most valuable posses-
sion in your hands.

And not be-
cause we could give Him anything in return. He gave us His Son, He gave 
us our redemption, our hope, our chance at eternal life, because He loved 
us. Once He was given to us, Jesus came to the earth, He lived a perfect 
and holy life, and He died on the cross, giving all that He could, giving 
His life to us.

The remaining 23 books of the Bible after the gospel consist of the 
apostles spreading the word of God, doing His work in the world, and 
growing the church, in remembrance of Him. They did miracles, and 
showed never-ending, unconditional love to all those around them, in re-
membrance of Him. But the Bible doesnôt end the story. Since then, 
countless numbers of people have spread Jesusôs love around the world, 
ministering and caring for those in poverty, in remembrance of Him.  

Now, the story comes to each of us. God has trusted us with His 
greatest possession; His Sonôs life. He has given it out, poured it freely 
onto us. Now we are asked, what do we do with it? Each and every one of 
us has a purpose, we have a talent we can use for God. �5�R�P�D�Q�V������ de-
scribes the many members of the body, each with a different purpose.

In remembrance of Him. So today, and every day, ask yourself what you 
can do to serve God, to proclaim Jesusô holy life and His loving death, 
and in everything that you do, do in remembrance of Him.  
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
