GULF SHORES CHURCH OF CHRIST  

Read All About It!  (by Seth Reynolds) 
 

òChrist Crucified! Extra! Extra! Read all about it! Died and resurrected 
three days later! Newspaper! Jesus Christ, King of the Jews, Crucified! But 
now He lives! Read all about it!ó   

This isnõt your modern day newspaper folks, but this really happened.  
Nearly 2,000 years ago in Jerusalem, Jesus died.  He was buried in a tomb 
and arose three days later.  An amazing thing is that He told His disciples 
that it would happen in exactly that way.   

Just a few days before His resurrection, the witnesses at the tomb 
saw Christ gasping for breath and moaning and crying in pain.  They saw 
Him sweating blood.  He was beaten and bleeding so badly, He was unrec-
ognizable. òJesus, ôKing of the Jewsõ, they cried. If you are God, tell us who 
struck you!ó  They mocked and scorned Him taunting Him to come down off 
the cross, but He refused and died. 

Only two nights before this event, Paul said, òThe Lord Jesus on 
the same night in which He was betrayed took bread; and when He had given 
thanks, He broke it and said, ôTake, eat; this is My body which is broken for 
you; do this in remembrance of Me.õ In the same manner He also took the cup 
after supper, saying, ôThis cup is the new covenant in My blood. This do, as of-
ten as you drink it, in remembrance of Me.õó (I Corinthians 11:23-25) Jesus 
tried to prepare His apostles for the death He would have to endure at Cal-
vary.  Many disciples were not there to witness the event.  However, John 
and many others did view it with their own eyes and re-told the story.   

The gospels tell the entire story.  They also reveal that Jesus com-
manded His disciples NOT to forget the events of the cross.  This is why He 
commanded them to keep meeting together which they did on the first day 
of the week (Acts 20:7).  Paul added, òFor as often as you eat this bread and 
drink this cup, you proclaim the Lordõs death till He comes.ó (I Corinthians 
11:26).  We continue to take the Lordõs Supper each Sunday to fulfill this 
command.  We should be committed to doing this until His second coming.  
People who have not heard the good news can learn about it from our devo-
tion to keeping this command in each worship service. 

The partaking of communion is to be taken very seriously.  Paul said, 
òTherefore whoever eats this bread or drinks this cup of the Lord in an unwor-
thy manner will be guilty of the body and blood of the Lord.  But let a man ex-
amine himself, and so let him eat of the bread and drink of the cup. For he 
who eats and drinks in an unworthy manner eats and drinks judgment to him-
self, not discerning the Lordõs body.  For this reason many are weak and sick 
among you, and many sleep.  For if we would judge ourselves, we would not be 
judged.  But when we are judged, we are chastened by the Lord, that we may 
not be condemned with the world.ó (I Corinthians 11:27-32).   

The world may not understand.  The world may not believe.  The 
world may not have faith in the death, burial, and resurrection of Jesus 
Christ.  We, however, as Christians know this to be true.  It is an historical fact 
that Jesus died, was buried, and rose again.  We read about it.  We believe it.  
We proclaim it.  We observe and partake of the Lordõs Supper every Sunday!  
When Jesus said, òDo this in remembrance of Meó, we take that to heart.   

Our life is a continuation of the story.  Maybe a new headline should 
say:  òExtra! Extra! Read all about it! Jesus died and resurrected three days 
later! Jesus Christ, King of the Jews, lives!  I believe it!  I am saved because of 
it! The world needs to hear about it! Read all about it!ó   
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
