was always on a Saturday. It was reassigned to the first Sunday following Passover
by the Catholic Church. Early Christians wanted it fixed to one specific date, like
Christmas, and pushed for Sunday since Jesus arose on the first day of the week. In
325 AD emperor Constantine held the Council of Nicea to debate this and other
church issues. The Council declared that Easter be celebrated on the first Sunday
after the first full moon on or after the vernal equinox and should not coincide with
the Jewish observance of the Passover. Because the vernal equinox was believed to
be March 21 each year, Easter will always fall anywhere between March 22 and April
