The story of the prodigal son is found in Luke 15.  When we recall this story, we often 

remember how he ran away from home, wasted all his inheritance, lost his friends, ended up 

homeless, and then found humility in a pig pen.  We remember how he came home and received a 

robe, a ring, and sandals on his feet.  However, there is more to the story.  What we need to see is 

that the greatest thing that happened to him was an attitude adjustment.  He asked his father to be a 

servant.  Itôs not a popular thing to be a servant.  We might picture Cinderella on her hands and 

knees washing the floors and feeding the chickens.  The story of Cinderella is a fictional story.  

However, the story of Ruth is a true story.   She was willing to serve her mother-in-law, Naomi, 

because she didnôt want her to be alone.  In Ruth 1:16-17, Ruth said to Naomi, ñEntreat me not to 

leave you, or to turn back from following after you; For wherever you go, I will go; And wherever 

you lodge, I will lodge; Your people shall be my people, and your God, my God. Where you die, I 

will die, and there will I be buried. The L  do so to me, and more also, if anything but death 

parts you and me.ò 

After traveling back to Bethlehem with Naomi, Ruth meets Boaz by the providence of 

God.  She and Naomi recognize him to be a kinsman redeemer.  He could save them!  One night 

Ruth meets with Boaz on the threshing floor says to him, ñAll that you say, I will doò (Ruth 3:5).  

What a great attitude!  She was willing to serve Boaz, just as she had served her mother-in-law.  

She had a great perspective on life.  She lived to serve others.  Like the prodigal son, she learned 

this attitude through hard times. 

The servanthood of Ruth compelled Boaz to marry her.  The fourth chapter of Ruth tells 

us that they would have a son named Obed, who had a son named Jesse, and Jesse had a son 

named David.  David would become the king of Godôs people.  It is through this lineage that Jesus 

would come into the world.  Jesus was the greatest servant of all.  In Mark 10:45 Jesus says he 

ñdid not come to be served, but to serve, and to give His life a ransom for many.ò  This is why He 

says something similar to what Ruth said in Ruth 3:5.  He promised to do Godôs will and not His 

own (Matthew 26:39-42), something his great-great grandma said to Naomi and Boaz (and may-

be others). ñAll that you say, I will do.ò  I believe this is what our Heavenly Father wants to hear 

from us.  He wants us to say, ñLord, I want surrender to your will.  I do not want to be served, I 

want to serve.  Everything that the Bible says, I will do it.  Please make me a servant.  Make me
